- It 1s forbidden to stay with a child in
the carrier near sources of open fire, to
eat hot food.

- It is not recommended to use the
provisions "child behind the back" in
public transport and when traveling in
crowded places.

- For carrying a child, it is not
recommended to wear clothes that
restrict its movement, as well as your
movements and shoes on the heel.

- In the hot and cold season, pay special
attention to controlling the
thermoregulation of the child.

- In ice it is recommended to use ice
floes.

- Consider the dimensions with the
child in the carrier when moving
sideways.

- Hold the baby's legs when passing
through bottlenecks.

- When breastfeeding in the carrier, it is
necessary to monitor the free position
of the respiratory organs of the child.

- When moving in a car, the carrier is
not a special child restraint.

- Be extremely careful when using

rubber bands to fold the hood.
Do not touch the child's face.
